Seclusion and Restraint
 
The Randolph County School Board prohibits the use of seclusion or restraint by school personnel except as implemented consistent with G.S. 115C-391.1.  
Seclusion means the confinement of a student alone in an enclosed space from which the student is (a) physically prevented from leaving or (b) incapable of leaving due to physical or intellectual capacity.  The superintendent will ensure that copies of the law codifying the permissible use of seclusion and restraint in schools and any board policies or administrative regulations created to implement the law are provided to school personnel and parents/guardians at the beginning of each school year.
 
An Incident report should be filed following any of these situations:  the use of restraint by staff, the willful destruction of property by a student, the physical assault of a peer or staff member by a student, any incident in which a student obtains a physical injury or use of seclusion.
 
A copy of the Incident Report must be provided to the child’s parent/guardian no later than 30 days following the incident.  The original copy must have the date noted as to when the copy was sent or given.
 
Training on proper use of seclusion and restraint is provided each year through our Exceptional Children’s Department.
