 Transportation 

If a student needs bus transportation, a bus will leave the five high school sites (SWRHS, RHS, 

THS, ERHS, and PGHS) between 8:00 a.m. and 8:15 a.m. each morning and return at 

approximately 5:00 p.m. each evening. Students may choose any mode of transportation to arrive 

at the high school or hub site (individual, parent, or established bus route). However, students 

and/or parents must provide transportation home once they arrive at the assigned hub site in the 

evening. Transportation from the hub site will travel only direct roadways to the RCC campus. It 

is possible to request that these buses make passenger stops during the morning or evening
