Course Description

Students Speak Out=10%  (students interview a minimum of five students on a given topic for each issue; for editors, this grade is substituted with their editor grade)

Deadlines=90% (students must meet each deadline; there are three for each issue of the paper; each submission of the article is graded to count in the 90%)

Course and Instructor Policies (follow Randolph County Board Policies)
A. Make up work:  because this is a publication that is related to time, students must make up work ASAP to meet deadlines
B. Make up time:  students can attend Saturday School or stay on Mondays
C. Extra credit:  There is no extra credit
D. Late work:  Missing a deadline is an automatic ten points of the grade for that deadline without a valid, approved reason for lateness
E. Attendance:  Attendance follows the guidelines established by the Randolph County Schools and Randleman High School.  
F. Behavior:  Students are expected to be respectful to the teacher and other students.  Also, because students are allowed to leave campus to sell ads to the community they are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that is complimentary not only to themselves, but to the school and the class.
G. Remediation/tutoring opportunities:

Sequence of Assignments and Academic Calendar
There will be approximately seven issues of The Tiger Times published this semester.
Students will receive article assignments at the end of each deadline week.  Deadline weeks will occur approximately every two weeks.
