THE RESEARCH PAPER REQUIREMENTS
 

Students must choose a topic of interest and research to find relevant information.  Students must complete a typed research paper with appropriate documentation.  The research paper must be submitted before the other three Graduation Project components are completed.

 

Requirements:

 
1. Length of paper 

 
      A minimum of five to eight typed pages of written text (not including Works Cited page, charts, graphs, etc.)

      Honors students will be required to write more (eight to ten pages).

 
      2.   Typing/spacing

 
      Double-spaced

 
      12-point font size

 
      Times New Roman font type

 
      One-inch top margin 

 
      One-inch margins (sides and bottom)

 
      3.   Documentation

 
      MLA format using parenthetical documentation

 
      4.   A minimum of five references

 
      A maximum of two Internet-generated resources per five sources (teacher discretion)

 
      No general encyclopedia of any type (World Book, Americana, Encarta, etc.)

 
      At least one primary source (ex:  interview, diary, or original documents)

 
      Two secondary sources

 
      5.   Students must turn in two copies of the final paper.  One copy must stay on file with the Graduation Project Coordinator

 
      6.   The paper will be a mixture of the writer's words, quotes, and paraphrases that adheres to research ethics and avoids plagiarism.
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
